• Example of a spontaneous decision: Oh no, I forgot to buy milk. I will go to the store 
right away. / Oh no, se me olvidó comprar leche. Iré a la tienda ahora mismo.

• Example of a future prediction: I think it will be sunny tomorrow. / Creo que mañana 
hará sol.

• Example of a promise: I will call you tonight. / Te llamaré esta noche

• Example of an offer: Do you want me to help you with your homework? / Quieres que 
te ayude con tu tarea?

Will: se utiliza para expresar decisiones espontáneas,
predicciones sobre el futuro, promesas y ofertas.

• Example of an intentional plan: I am tired of this job. I am going to quit and look for a 
new one / Estoy cansado de este trabajo.  Voy a renunciar y buscar uno nuevo.

• Example of a prediction based on present evidence: Look at those dark clouds. It is 
going to rain soon. / Mira esas nubes oscuras. Va a llover pronto.

Going to: Se utiliza para expresar planes intencionales
o predicciones basadas en evidencia presente.
